At that dinner was the scu|eror Frédér‘ic—Auguere Bartholdi (bar-TOLE-dee). He imogined a
statue of a worman ho|c|in9 a torch bur‘ning with the |igh+ of freedom. It fook 2 years for this idea

to become a r*eo|i+y. F rench suppor+ers raised money fo build the statue, and Americans poid for

the base it would stand on. Fino”y, in 1886, the statue was dedicated.

) Engineer‘ Gustave Eiffel, who would later design the Eiffel Tower in Paris, designecl
Liberjry's "spine." Inside the statue four Huge iron columns supporJr a metal framework
that holds the thin copper skin.
